5. Citizen Participation:  A citizen may make comment to the City Council during the citizens desiring to be heard portion of the agenda. A citizen should state his or her address or indicate if they are a resident of the City of Spencer. A citizen may speak on any topic, but the council persons cannot respond, discuss, act, or make any decisions on any matters presented under Citizens Participation. Patricia Patrick:  A resident of spencer for 42 years and currently serving as the president of the Bristow Plan View Hills Neighborhood Association located south of city hall consisting of 34th Place, 34th Street, 33rd Street and Daryl Lane. She presented a concern of the neighborhood in which it is an ongoing problem with loose potentially dangerous dogs aggressively approaching people walking, riding bikes, working in the yard and getting in or out of their vehicles.  She continued to say that on April 28, 2022, at 4 p.m.  she was met with 2 aggressive dogs that appeared to be pit bulls.   If it would not have been for the Cox Cable Tech’s quick actions this may have been a different outcome.  She also noted that the dogs aggressively charge the Cox Cable Tech.   She mentioned several other incidents as well as presented a list of neighbors that has been approached on their property by these dogs in the neighborhood.  Mrs. Patrick thanked the council for updating the ordinance on dogs and finally presented a list of suggested solutions from the neighborhood: 1. Animal control officer be on call after 5 p.m. 2. Give the officers on duty the authority to handle dogs as need be 3. Someone on duty in the absence of the animal control officer 4. Publish the number of fines of violations in the city newsletter and 5. Partner with an animal control agency that is closer than 29th and Grand. She concluded by saying to the council that we have women, children, senior citizens, handicap, and others who are being threatened, we are asking the council to ensure what’s written on paper be enforced.
