DISCUSSION: Presented by Joshua Troup from TSET. The description for Recommends that event hosts follow the standard that the city has set in place with tobacco, nutrition, and physical activity policies. Recommends that event hosts have a cool water and healthy options available (if applicable) The city ensures that events are able to be safely traversed and accessed by people on foot, bicycle, and other modes of transportation and people hosting events on Spencer city owned/operated properties must make them tobacco and vapor free (You have an ordinance, but this closes any potential loopholes).  The overall benefit is 1. Required Gold element in the Incentive Grant 2. Sends a consistent message of the City of Spencer being dedicated to health and wellness 3. Given to event hosts at the time of application/acceptance.

Additional information regarding this project: City of Spencer statues: 1. The City of Spencer currently does not have a zoning ordinance, municipality power to regular zoning at the local level and codifies it in municipality zoning laws and mirrors several state statutes about tobacco retailer locations. The overall benefits are 1. Prevent youth access by making ease of access together to children friendly environments and venues and lowering youth initiation 2. Closes any loopholes where tobacco retailers could apply for a permit in a noncommercial district 3. Assists in changing the built environment for tobacco free lifestyles 4. Assists people who want to quit 5. Lowers Oklahoma ‘s tobacco rates. 5. Required Silver element in the Incentive Grant.
Finally, compliance for this will take three month which is before the deadline of November 1, 2022.  Signage will be available for this program that will have the city logo on it etc.

City Manager Jackson: Monthly Food Truck – Friday, August 5, 2022
Mentioned that Kringlen Park is currently being surveyed to determine road grades, drainages flow paths and grading for the rodeo arena. Once survey is finalized, paving and drainage plans will be ready for council approval at the next month’s meeting.  A meeting with Oklahoma County is currently being set up about ways they can provide assistance and they will have more answers for us once they receive paying and drainage plans.  Hopefully this meeting will take place in the next two weeks. After that meeting with the County, a finalized budget will be determined.  This project is definitely moving forward, and Kori stated that she is very excited about the progress being made. 
Lastly, working on some top priorities are the streetlights on Douglas and Post Road.  Will be adding these announcements in the city’s newsletter.
